But, because of the loyalty of many
members and volunteers, the library
grew and grew beyond our wildest
dreams. In eighteen months we
needed a larger space and found it in
the recently remodeled Richards
Gordon School building in the
midway district of St. Paul. We
eventually moved from the third floor
to a more spacious location on the
first floor.

For many years Quatrefoil Library
has again been trying to operate in
space that was not adequate. The
collection has become tightly packed
within the library. There has never
been enough space to properly host
events like author signings, book
discussions, and to provide new
services.

Now it is time move again. In
November 2013, the Quatrefoil
Library will open its doors in a new
building called Spirit on Lake, a more

spacious location in Minneapolis. In
the new location the library will have
more room to showcase the
collection, host events, and offer new
services to the community.

The library will shut down for

the entire month of October. Books and DVDs will be

unavailable for checkout. The library will still accept

returns during the month of October at Richards

Gordon. It is expected the library will open its new

doors at Spirit on Lake in early November 2013.

Library World Is Here

'If you have stopped into the Quatrefoil Library recently you will have noticed a computer at the

1 main desk. This computer is the final step of implementing Library World, an electronic catalog and
I check-out system. With Library World up and running, there will be a few changes in the way the

i library operates:

Desk workers will be able to more efficiently process the books and DVDs that members want
to check out and return.

The blue checkout cards will be eliminated. Library World will be able to tell which items are
available or currently checked out.

Books and DVDs can be reserved online.

As of August 1, 2013, the Quatrefoil Library will enforce late fees: $0.25 for each day an item
is overdue. Library World will allow the Quatrefoil Library to more efficiently track books and
DVDs that are late.

Your privacy is still in place with the Quatrefoil Library. Once a member has returned an item
to the library, there will be no record that connects that book or DVD with a particular
member name.

The Quatrefoil Library is very excited to be finally completing the implementation of Library World
and to be able to better serve the community.
